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BY TRAIN
Stadium MK is well connected to the rail network, with two 
mainline stations in reasonable distance from the stadium:

Central Milton Keynes is a 10-minute bus ride (or 45-60 
minute walk) north of the stadium with connections to 
London Northwestern, Avanti West Coast and West 
Midlands rail services for key destinations including London 
Euston, Crewe, Manchester Piccadilly and Liverpool Lime 
Street stations.

Bletchley station is approximately a 30-minute walk from 
the stadium and is also served by London Midlands and 
West Midlands rail services. 

Fenny Stratford station is a 20 minute walk from the station 
for local London Midland trains connecting to Bletchley and 
Bedford. 

Spectators are advised plan their travel in advance and to 
check the National Rail Enquiries website on matchday for 
real-time travel information and status updates.

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BY BUS
There are 5 bus routes which serve Stadium MK.  
The routes and nearest stops to the stadium are  
as follows:
Route 6: For Stadium MK, use Stop A from Wolverton and 
Stop B from Lakes Estate

Route 100: For Stadium MK, use Stop B from Aylesbury 
and Stop A from Milton Keynes

Route 150: For Stadium MK, use Stop B from Aylesbury 
and Stop A from MK Central Rail Station

Route F70/F77: For Stadium MK, use Stop B from Luton 
and Stop A from Centre:MK

Spectators are advised to plan ahead and check the Milton 
Keynes City Council website for the latest travel 
information and real-time updates. All buses accept 
contactless card, Apple pay and cash payments.

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BY CYCLE
Spectators are encouraged to consider active travel 
modes on match day for quick and sustainable travel 
to / from the stadium. 
There are 48 short-stay cycle spaces available at the 
stadium, 24 spaces (12 x Bike stands) located adjacent  
to Gates 1 and 24 x spaces (12 x Bike stands) adjacent  
to Gate 5.

The stadium is well connected to Milton Keynes’ Redway 
Super route network; Redway V6 runs along Grafton Street 
to the west of the Stadium, connecting Wolverton and 
Bletchley. Redway V7 runs east of the stadium along Saxton 
Street connecting Milton Keynes Central to Bletchley.

Santander’s Cycles MK scheme also operates in Milton 
Keynes, with cycle docking stations located across the city. 
A docking station is located at Stadium MK adjacent to Gate 
1 with spaces for up to 8 cycles, and at key destinations 
including Milton Keynes Central rail station and Centre:MK.

Getting to the stadium 11

BY car
STADIUM MK IS WELL CONNECTED TO THE STRATEGIC ROAD 
NETWORK, WITH CLOSE PROXIMITY TO THE M1. 
From the North
Spectators travelling from the north are advised to travel via the M1 and take the  
right-hand exit at Junction 14 onto the A509 westbound. At the Northfield 
roundabout, take the third exit and continue on the A509 Portway. At the Portway 
roundabout take the first exit onto the A5 southbound. Exit the A5 at the Redmoor 
Roundabout onto V6 Grafton Street southbound, and take the exit for Stadium MK.

From the South
Spectators travelling from the south are advised to travel via the M1 and take  
the exit at Junction 13 onto the A421. Continue straight on the A421 until the Kingston 
Roundabout. Take the second exit onto Groveway. At the Walnut Tree Roundabout,  
take the first exit onto V11 Tongwell Street. At the Brownswood Roundabout, take the 
third exit onto the A4146 Bletcham Way westbound. Continue until the Caldecotte 
Roundabout, and take the northbound exit onto the A5 westbound. Stay on the A5  
until the Redmoor Roundabout, and take the first exit onto V6 Grafton Street 
southbound, and take the exit for Stadium MK.

All spectators travelling by car are advised to have pre-booked stadium parking,  
please see overleaf. ‘Pay on the day’ stadium parking is not available. Please also 
check www.trafficengland.com for real-time matchday road travel updates.

Cars
Match day spectator parking is available at Stadium MK on a pre-book basis 
only via www.parkthecarhere.com. A £20 charge applies per vehicle, and 
on-the-day purchase is not available. Spectators are encouraged to book 
parking as soon as possible to secure their space. Proof of booking 
confirmation is required upon entry, so please keep your e-ticket to hand. 

Limited accessible parking spaces are also available for blue badge holders 
on a pre-book basis and must be booked via www.parkthecarhere.com.

Coaches
There are 12 spectator coach parking spaces available on-site on a pre-book 
basis only. Please use www.parkthecarhere.com to book your parking 
space. A £30 charge applies per coach.

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PARK & WALK
There is a Park & Walk option available for spectators 
from Bond Estates (W3W: ///before.soft.boat).  
Car parking is available from £15 per vehicle via  
www.parkthecarhere.com. Bond Estates is located a 
12 walk east of the stadium. Spectators are advised to 
walk via Dawson Road and use the spectator subway 
crossing opposite the stadium Gate 5 on match day. 

Park & Stride is also available from the National Bowl 
MK (W3W: ///spoon.website.campsites) on a pre-
book basis. Car parking is available from £10 per 
vehicle via www.parkthecarhere.com. National Bowl 
MK is located a 30 minute walk west of the stadium. 
Spectators are advised to walk via Watling Street and 
V6 Grafton Street on match day.

All parking must be pre-booked; on-the-day parking is 
not available.

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Shuttle services
If you are travelling by train or looking to head into Milton Keynes’ bustling city centre 
pre- or post-match, there are dedicated and direct shuttle services running to the 
stadium within easy reach of both Milton Keynes Central rail station and MK Centre. 

• �Pre-match, the shuttle will operate from Buszy’s Skate Plaza – a stone’s throw from 
Central Milton Keynes station, and drop-off on Saxon Street, adjacent to the stadium 
S3 car park, just a 2 minute walk from the stadium! 

• �Post-match, the shuttle will return from V7 Saxon Street, adjacent to the stadium S3 
car park, direct back to Buszy’s Skate Plaza in central Milton Keynes.

• Please visit parkthecarhere.com to book your return fare, or you can pay on the day.

Don’t forget, if you were unable to get a parking space at the stadium, there is lots of 
parking available in Milton Keynes city centre – why not park here and use the 
dedicated shuttle direct to the stadium on match day. More information regarding 
collection points, timings and how to book onto these shuttles services can be found 
via parkthecarhere.com.

FAQ'S
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restrictions
Is there a restricted bag policy at the stadium?
We want to actively discourage guests from bringing any bags to Stadium MK 
events as it is a condition of entry that they will be searched and this may delay 
entry to the venue. 

If you must bring a bag, please limit it to just one small bag or handbag no larger 
than 21cm x 30cm (equivalent to an A4 sheet of paper); anything bigger won’t be 
allowed into the stadium. 

A bag-drop facility is available for ticketholders to leave bags over A4 in size 
securely, for collection post-event. There will be a charge for each bag left there. 

For security reasons any bags or other property left inside or outside the 
stadium may be investigated and removed immediately by our Safety Team or 
the police. Unfortunately, we cannot be held responsible for late admission or 
non-admission or other disruption to the event as a result of this policy, which  
is in place for the safety of everyone attending our venue policy, which is in place 
for the safety of everyone attending our venue.

Can I smoke at the Stadium?
There is no smoking or use of e-cigarettes permitted anywhere across the 
stadium campus.

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Other information
Where are the stadium’s first aid locations?
There are First Aid locations clearly signposted around the stadium.

In a medical emergency, fans should notify the nearest steward to mobilise one 
of the response teams to your location. There are also a number of defibrillators 
around the stadium to be used in the event of a cardiac arrest. First Aid rooms 
can also provide a quiet space in the event of a sensory overload for fans.

How can I report anti-social behaviour on the night?
If you witness or experience any behaviour in the stadium which you believe 
breaches Diversity & Inclusion Policy or falls below the standard of behaviour 
that you would expect, we encourage you to report it as soon as possible. 

Please report what you see or experience to any of our matchday stewards.

We actively discourage supporters to purchase from street merchandise sellers 
outside the stadium. Please use official Merchandise stands only.

Can I pre-book audio descriptive commentary?
Headsets and transmitters are available where 
required and should be booked in advance by 
contacting Stadium box Office through 
boxoffice@mkdons.com / 01908 622933.

What happens to any lost items at the stadium?
Lost Property is initially held at the stadium for 48 
hours. Please speak to a steward if you think you 
have lost something.

Are Under 2’s permitted into the stadium?
Yes, but as with anyone under the age of 14 they are 
to be accompanied by an adult and require a ticket.
